This appeal and any supporting documentation must be submitted in writing to the Internal Review Committee Liaison at OCIA International within 60 days of the date of this Notice. Please review the OCIA Appeals Process Procedure to be informed of your rights and responsibilities regarding appealing a decision, particularly Section 3.2 which describes the form and content of an appeal.

The Board of Directors has adopted a fee policy with respect to administrative time and expenses for anyone appealing a decision regarding OCIA International requirements who loses that appeal: administrative time will be charged at $25 (USD) per half-hour ($25 minimum), photocopies will be charged 10 cents per page (the first 10 pages are no charge); and other expenses will be billed at cost.

You are not eligible to use the OCIA seal, name or any derivative of them on any crops or products that you produce; to do so constitutes seal abuse with possible legal repercussions. In addition, you may not use the OCIA Transaction Certificate (TC) system.
