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The use of the EU organic logo is governed by the EU Regulation 271/2010.
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Size and Placement Requirements:
The logo should be displayed at minimum, 9mm high and 13.5mm wide.  The EC does allow a size of 6mm high for very small packages.  The proportion ration of height to width must always be 1:1.5.  A space (one-tenth of the height of the logo) must be left around the logo.  The placement of the logo on the package is not restricted as long as the logo is clearly visible, legible and indelible.

The logo must not be used on products with less than 95% organic agricultural ingredients.  The logo is required on products produced and packaged/labeled within the EU, however, it remains optional for products produced outside of the EU meant for export to the EU and on unpackaged products.

Use of the Logo in Other Color Variations:

The EU does permit the use of the logo in other colors than Green and Black and White as noted herein when you are unable to print your packaging using such colors in a one color printing process. Other Conditions of Use of the EU Logo
The EU logo may be associated with other logos or text referring to organic if they do not modify or change the nature of the EU logo.  This is true for private and/or national organic farming logos.  

The Accredited Certification Agents code number and the place where the agricultural product have been farmed need to be displayed in the same visual field as the EU logo.  The place of farming should be placed below the code number.
